1. Election of Board Members

Nominations were opened from the floor; Vicki Peterson indicated she would be willing to be on the Board.

Motion by Rich Englebrecht and second by Jim Pecard to cast a unanimous ballot for the nominated candidates; motion carried.
2. Volunteers Needed
Joy discussed the acute need that FANA has for volunteers.  She described opportunities and several residents indicated they would be willing to help.  Dolly Tombal collected contact information for these individuals.

4. Alderman Mark Steuer
Alderman Steuer shared  information on current issues, including:
· The West Side Trail was dedicated last weekend and is now officially open.  The long term hope is that it will connect with both the Fox River Trail and the Mountain Bay Trail.

· The City is considering adopting a historical preservation ordinance.  Mark would like to see historical districts established in the City, including several in the FANA district.

· Mark indicated he is always receptive to hearing constituents opinions and concerns.  He also indicated that Neighborhood Associations are a good way to communicate concerns to the City.

· The City budget meeting is next week.  As always one goal is to control taxes.

· There was a question and following discussion about the development at the corner of Western and Military where a new bank branch is being built.
