1. Approval of minutes from  September 24,  2013 and October 25, 2013
The minutes of the September 24, 2013 meeting were approved as written.

A motion was made by Pecard and seconded by Englebrecht to approve the minutes of the October 25, 2013 Annual meeting; motion carried.

2. Financial Report
Revenue includes:
· $610 from the WCC Event

· $125 from newsletter ads

· $1000 operating grant from the City

Unpaid expenses include:

· Fall newsletter printing

· Spring rummage sale fliers

· Expenses from the WCC Event

Joy does not have details for expenses but will update the Financial Report and send it out as soon as she has all the information.

3. Neighborhood Updates
a) Website – Dolly has been trained on the website administration and has begun revising it.  This is a work in progress and she intends additional development including the contact information for Board members as well as posting newsletters and meeting minutes.  Vicki indicated that she has a background in digital marketing and would be willing to assist with the development of the website.
b) Facebook – Dolly and Joy both have administrative rights to the FANA  Facebook page.  Content is added frequently and goes to anyone that has ‘liked’ the page. 
c) Little Library –
i. The Little Library was installed at 1106 Reed Street on October 27th.
ii. Book donations are needed – they can be placed directly in the box

iii. Joe Jacques reported that the City agreed to provide a Little Library to install in his yard on Hubbard Street.
d) Operations Grant – The check for the $1000 operating grant from the City was received at the WCC Event.
e) Contact Numbers and Emails – Twelve new neighbors were added to the email list from the WCC Event
f) Neighborhood Sign Committee – one of the neighbors that attended the WCC Event volunteered to add autumn decorations to the FANA sign.  She has already done this but unfortunately no one has the woman’s name so that she can be acknowledged.
4. Open Forum
· Maria Jacques has volunteered to solicit ads for the newsletter
· Joe and Maria Jacques discussed the neighborhood association with the owner of Chefusion Restaurant; he indicated he would be willing to donate food for FANA events

· Joe Jacques had questions regarding the frequency of the newsletters; Joy indicated it has been done recently on an ‘as needed basis’ at least twice a year but that the goal was to produce 3-4 per year; she would also like to be able to share emergent and relevant information via email more frequently

·  There was discussion about postal regulations related to the newsletter deliveries; this needs to be clarified

· Vicki indicated that she would explore the potential of getting a printing company to donate or give a reduced rate for printing the newsletter

· Vicki asked questions about the role of the Vice President and said she would consider this role after learning more about the Board
· Jim suggested that we might be able to increase attendance at the meetings if we had a speaker every couple of months; Joy indicated that other associations have food at special meetings and it is also a good inducement
