1. Call to order and Introductions: The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm, followed by introductions.

2. Approval of Oct 2015 Minutes: October 2015 Minutes were approved with 1 correction; the correct spelling of Crystal’s last name is Moureau. 

3. Treasurer’s Report: Diane Cornish…The balance from the Oct. 2015 Annual Meeting was $1,042.40 in the checking account and $20 cash on hand for a total of $1,062.40. An additional amount of $135 was deposited to the checking account by Taku on 12/30 ($35 from Furry Divas ad, and a $100 award from the GBNLC); another $190 was deposited on 12/31 ($180 for business newsletter ads, plus $10 for the Brat Fry). The total additional $ deposited by Taku in December is $325. A check for $223.75 (reimbursement to FPNA from GBNLC for Movie Night) was deposited on Jan. 16, 2016 by Taku. The total amount deposited by Taku during Dec. 2015 – Jan. 2016 = $548.75.

4. Military Avenue Business District Report: Leah Weycker - MABD Exec. Director…Leah announced several events coming up in the Military Avenue Business District. There will be a MABD Get Together on Jan. 28 at BA Diamond from 4:30-6:30 pm. Houas BBQ (Hmong/Korean Buffet) will be having a Grand Opening in February. An Eggstraveganza   coupon program for Military Avenue businesses will start March 16. This summer a Farmer’s Market will be held at Green Bay Plaza. Leah is looking for Venders. Contact her if you have any leads. Suggested sponsors/participants include Sears, St Mary’s, Sunny Hill Farms, NeighborWorks, and The Farmory. Leah also mentioned she would be attending a public hearing at the Ashwaubenon Village Hall, regarding the proposed Title Town District on Lombardi Avenue. Carolyn said she will try to attend as well.

5. Neighborhood Watch Report: Melanie Skalmoski – Melanie shared information on Target Hardening as a way to optimize neighborhood safety. Examples include keeping lights on at night (with a timer) in the house and in the yard, a dog that barks, keep doors locked when home and stop the mail when on vacation. It was suggested a phone number be added to our Newsletter of who to call to stop the mail when on vacation. Also, there are bike racks at Fireman’s Park, so children should be encouraged to lock up their bikes when at the park.

6. President’s Report/2016 Planning: Taku Ronsman provided a brief “2015 Year in Review” of FPNA activities/events. 2015 Outstanding Event Award for Music/Picnic in the Park: FPNA was awarded $100.  In addition to the picnic, activities at the event (thanks to Brian Danzinger) included Flow Yoga with Ryanne Cunningham, Herb Blue Martial Arts demo, an art table, and music performances by Tom Harter and Anna Meert (duet), Brian Saunders, and Sara Zacek. Prior to the concert, Taku Ronsman conducted a Drum circle. Sanimax provided sponsorship for food and beverages.  Certificate of Completion – Community Leadership Institute: Taku Ronsman completed a Community Leadership Institute (CLI) Training held in Louisville KY, October 15-18, 2015. The CLI Training was sponsored by Neighborworks.  

Proposed 2016 Activities/Events: Board members then approved which activities/events   they wanted to do again.  Items approved include…

Colburn Park Fundraiser: If Friends of Colburn Park has another fundraiser, FPNA will participate. 

Neighborhood Cleanup: We will do it on a different day than the Military Avenue Business District. Theirs is April 22. We will chose a day in May, prior to sending out the Spring/Summer Newsletter. 

Brat Fry at Festival West: The group wants to do it, however Steve’s grill is no longer functional, and someone else will need to offer a grill this year. The date for the Brat Fry will be determined in Feb. at the Marq lottery. 

Annual Picnic and Music in the Park: Brian Danzinger will submit a list of available dates for the West side Neighborhood Associations, and we can pick the date we want. 

Family Game and Outdoor Movie Night: The Board approved having the event in September at Kennedy School in collaboration with John Muir Park Neighborhood Association and Kennedy School Parent Organization (KEYS) on an early release Friday. Principal Manders will let us know as soon as possible, which date the early release will be.  

Alderperson Meet and Greet: FPNA will take part in a February Alderperson Meet and Greet of candidates for Dist.11, with John Muir Park NA, MacArthur Heights NA, and Colburn Park NA. 

GBCLI Training April 16 at Preble High: Green Bay Community Leadership Institute “leadership training” workshops will be held at Preble High School, all day Saturday April 16. Members of the Board of Directors are encouraged to attend the training.  Taku will send out an invitation to register, once the details of the workshop are finalized.
