


Minutes - Fireman’s Park Neighborhood Association Board Meeting 
Wednesday, April 15, 2015…6:30 pm – 8:30 pm

Call to order: Taku called the meeting to order and introductions were made for the 2 attendees

Approval of January 2015 Minutes: Minutes were approved with the corrections made for the cost of the neighborhood signs were will be ordering.  The corrected amount is $100 per sign.

Public Participation: A resident of FPNA stated there is an ongoing problem with cars and a pickup truck being parked on the lawn at 824 and 825 Mitchell St. He said he contacted Alderman Brian Danzinger about it but did not receive a reply.  Taku will inform both Brian Danzinger and Cheryl Renier-Wigg of the situation.

Election/Appointment for Secretary: No one has volunteered to be Secretary, so Taku volunteered to take notes for the meeting.

Treasurer’s Report: FPNA currently has $2,213.99 in our credit union account.  At the beginning of the month we had $2,224.53 including $20 in petty cash.  We closed our account at Associated Bank and opened an account at Fox Communities Credit Union.  It cost $10.55 to have FCCU checks printed.

President’s Report from monthly Neighborhood leadership Council Meetings: Taku reported that neighborhood associations are being encouraged to be involved with the Colburn Park Pool fundraiser. She also reported that we are encouraged to cross promote events with other organizations and collaborate on events to increase attendance and neighborhood association awareness.

Neighborhood notification signs update: Crystal reported that Fast Signs will charge $100 per sign plus $12.50 per rider vs Quick Signs charging $159 per sign plus $40 per rider.  Quick Signs was unwilling to come down on the price, so the board voted to go with Fast Signs.  Crystal will contact Fast Signs to set up a special Sign Committee Wednesday meeting to finalize what we want on the signs.

Military Ave Business District Spring Clean Apr 13: Carolyn and Theresa said they were planning to help out at the Military Avenue Spring Clean as long as the weather was good.

FPNA Clean Up May 16: Carolyn will pick up a case of bottled water for the May Clean Up.  Left over water can be brought to the July Picnic.

Brat Fry June 13: Board members available for the Brat Fry include Carolyn, Taku, Herb, and maybe Diane.  Crystal and Theresa will not be available.  Carolyn will ask her neighbor Jim if he can help.  Herb will ask Zona and Ken Groetz.

Concert/Picnic in the Park July 11: Crystal will contact Sanimax regarding a donation for the food and beverages. We do not yet know who the band(s) will be.

Annual FPNA meeting discussion: We will decide by the July FPNA Board meeting where to hold our annual FPNA meeting.

Colburn Park Fundraiser: The Board unanimously approved purchasing a table of 8 for $175 at the Colburn Park Pool Fundraiser on Saturday April 18.  Crystal, Theresa, Carolyn, Taku and Diane will be attending.  Taku will contact Vic and Carolyn will contact Jim. Herb and Janene will not be able to attend. 
	
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mini-grants due April 30, 2015:  The Board wants to apply for a grant to have an outdoor movie night for the neighborhood in August. Scott Vanidestine explained all about portable outdoor movies to us.  He said it will cost between $150 $500 to pay for the movie copyright fees. Last year Wilder Park Neighborhood showed The Croods, which cost $270 for the fees.  Scott suggested we use Criterion Pictures USA to rent movies from (contact Kyle 1-800-890-9494 x234); and warned us to avoid Swank Productions due to high fees. He suggested we have the movie night at Kennedy School, to help get families in the neighborhood involved with the neighborhood association. He noted about 80% of the students receive free lunch, so there would likely be interest for a free movie if we send out a flyer through the school to notify the parents.  The PTO may be interested in helping out with the event.  Scott suggested we purchase candy, popcorn, soda, and water. Wilder sold all their items for 50 cents to keep it simple. He told us to look up the Packer Pre-Season home games before we schedule the movie.  The Board picked Friday, August 7th as the first choice for movie night.  Our 1st choice for a site is Kennedy School, with Fireman’s Park as a backup choice.  Taku will contact the Principal at Kennedy School to see if we can have an outdoor family movie night there. It was unanimously approved for Taku to submit a mini-grant proposal with a budget based on the cost for movie copyright fees, the cost to print promotional flyers, and for snack items to sell.

Miscellaneous: Reminder for the Fall FPNA Newsletter – each resident should pick up the garbage that falls into the street each time the garbage is collected.
