New President Installed: Past President Carolyn Stoviak passed on the President’s gavel and binder to newly elected President Taku Ronsman.

Call to Order: Taku called the meeting to order.  Everyone introduced themselves. 

Approval of October 2014 Minutes: The Minutes were approved with a correction of a typo to change the listed date of the January 21 meeting from 2014 to 2015.

Election of Secretary: The election for Secretary was delayed until the next meeting.  Carolyn agreed to take down the Minutes and Taku agreed to type them up and email them to the Board.

Treasurers Report: The current balance is $2,224.53.  Fox Communities Credit Union was approved by the Board to become our new banking facility.  (Associated Bank charges a fee of $3/month; FCCU will have no monthly fee.)

Safety Report (Officer Scott Schuetze): Officer Schuetze passed out a brochure titled Twelve Ways to Improve Your Neighborhood.  West side update: a) There was an altercation involving a gun at McDonald’s on Shawano Avenue. Three of 4 teens involved were caught. Police know where the 4th one is.  b) A low level meth lab was found at Admiral Court.  C) Officer Tracy Bersch introduced himself. He is the new Response Team Officer for Neighborhood Policing. His # is 920.495.3785 x2.

Alderman’s Report (Brian Danzinger): a) A Listening Session will be held in early February at 6:30 pm at Southwest High. The candidates for Mayor and Brown County Executive will give presentations and answer questions. Brian will let us know ASAP the date. b) There will be new closed loop metro routes on the west side. c) Music in the Park will be held again.  There will be 2 musical acts at each site, and cross-promotion is encouraged.  Suggestions presented were including a movie after the concert, and/or using the event as a fundraiser for the neighborhood association.  d) Colburn Park Pool advocates need to raise 2 million dollars.  There will be a celebrity football game and movies at the park. e)  New Leaf Market will be holding a Farmer’s Market at the KI Convention Center on Saturdays from 8 am – noon.    

Military Avenue Business Association Report (Dan Perron): a) There will be an annual audit of the MABA on January 28.  B) A social media event will be held Feb. 25. C) Two more planters will be added to the Military Avenue median in May.  D) Carl Vanderheyden will be creating sculptures for the planters, as well as by the pump at Ninth Street. E) Collection barrels will be added to collect socks, etc. for vets. F) The Military Avenue Spring Cleanup is planned for April 16. 

Report on Mini Grant (Carolyn Stoviak): We received the full $1000 requested.

Neighborhood notification signs update (Crystal Moreau): Fast Signs in Ashwaubenon gave a quote of $100 + $50 each for a sign with a 2’x3’ black wire frame with our logo, and $12.50 for each event rider.  Crystal will check with Quick Signs on Military Avenue to see if they can match that price, or give us a better price.

Brat Fry: The Brat Fry sign-up will be at the Marq in De Pere on February 4, at 5:30 pm.

Location for Future meetings: After discussing the options, it was decided to hold the remaining 2015 Board meetings (April and July) at Siam Palace on Military Avenue, since they stay open until 8:30 pm.  We still need to find a meeting place large enough to hold the annual membership meeting in October.

Newsletter: Crystal will submit articles, and Taku will edit the newsletter and invite the current businesses to continue their ads.  If any of the businesses are no longer in business, or do not want to have an ad this edition, they will be replaced with another business. The newsletter needs to be ready for the printer by the 1st week of April.

Spring Cleanup: The FPNA Spring Cleanup will be held on Saturday May 16. We will meet at 9 am at Fireman’s Park.

Concert in the Park: Taku will ask Brian Danzinger to reserve Saturday, July 11 for the Fireman’s Park Neighborhood Concert.  The Board opted to not have a movie on the same evening as the concert. Taku will contact Cheryl Renier-Wigg to get details about the movies in the park equipment.
