MINUTES - Fireman's Park Neighborhood Association (FPNA) Board Meeting
April 16, 2014, 6:30 pm - 8:30 pm, Harmony Café Justice Room

Attendance: Carolyn Stoviak – President, Crystal Jeske-Moreau – Vice President, Taku Ronsman – Secretary, Janene Olson – Treasurer, Teresa Hassenohrl – member at large, Herb Hessil – member at large, Diane Cornish – member at large, Mark Zahn – new member at large.  Absent: Vic Pelishek – member at large

1. Call to Order: FPNA Pres. Carolyn Stoviak called the meeting to order.  

2. Approval of Minutes from 1/15/2014: Minutes from the January FPNA Board of Directors meeting were approved unanimously with a correction of a typo on the date listed for the Board meeting.  The corrected date is January 15, 2014.

3. Treasurer's Report: There is currently $1,797.40 in the FPNA account, plus $20 in petty cash.  Janene received a bill for $416.89 from Crystal for the Little Library.  Newsletter ad money received to date totals $245.  There are 2 more ad payments that will come in; one for $25 and one for $50.

4. Old Business:
a) Lighting for Neighborhood Sign: Crystal reported the Starlite Neighborhood received lighting for their sign through a one-time deal with the city.  A discussion followed about the possibility of getting solar lights. The best solar light we are aware of is 60 lumens, which run about $30 a piece.  Solar security lights run about $40 each, but are movement sensitive, so we don’t want them.  Brian D. reported other neighborhoods have had good results with solar lights.  McArthur Heights will be installing lights for their sign. 

b) Changes in Newsletter: Per request, Taku will make some minor changes in the Newsletter, including adding a small article about the Military Avenue Business Improvement District by Brian Danzinger, updating information about the FPNA Clean-Up and the Military Avenue Clean-Up, and adding the names of the performers for the Music in the Park Picnic.  The Newsletter will now be 2 sheets of 11x17 (instead 1 sheet with an 8.5 x11 insert), and will be 8 pages instead of 6.  The cost will be 17 cents per side.  The cost for mailing will remain the same.

5. New Business:
a) Replacement of Dead Shrubs by Neighborhood Sign: Carolyn requested that we remove the brush around the FPNA sign that died over the winter.   

b) President’s Report: Carolyn received an email from Moe’s on Oneida Street.  They would like to cater food to our events. We decided we want to use neighborhood restaurants, not an Ashwaubenon restaurant.

c) Neighborhood Cleanup/Military Avenue Cleanup: The FPNA was invited by Dan Perron (Military Avenue Business Association Executive Director) to participate in the Military Avenue Clean-Up, which is the same day and time as the FPNA Clean-up.   We decided to start our Clean-up an hour earlier and keep it brief, so volunteers could go to both of them if they wanted to.  The FPNA Clean-up will start at 9 am, Saturday May 17, and have a suggested end time of 11 am.  Interested volunteers can go to the Military Avenue Clean-up which runs from 10 am – 2 pm, and will include a free lunch and a t-shirt for volunteers that make a minimum 1 hour commitment.  Volunteers for the Military Avenue Clean-up are requested to contact Dan Perron, and Fireman’s Park volunteers would contact Carolyn Stoviak.  (The RSVP contact info is listed in the Newsletter.)

d) Neighborhood Picnic/Music in the Park
The performers this year will be Seven Funk with Jenny Funk (40’s-50’s music) and Jeff Hinnendael.  Taku Ronsman will conduct a Family Drum Circle prior to the Concert.  Crystal will contact Sanimax to see if they would donate money for the food.  We will have sub sandwiches again.  It was requested that some of the subs be on whole grain bread this year. 
e) Cleanup and replanting around Fire Station sign/Neighborhood Grant: Carolyn will be applying for a grant by Friday May 2nd to beautify the Fireman’s Park Garden. We will keep the plants by the Neighborhood Association sign, however, we tear out all the plants by Helen’s garden sign (which has chicken wire under it) and plant Junipers and mulch the garden.  We will be applying for a grant to repair/improve the garden. 

f) [bookmark: _GoBack]Miscellaneous Items: 1. Mark Zahn was approved as a new member on the FPNA Board of Directors.  He said he has lived on Chantel Street for 5 years and is ready to get more involved with the neighborhood.  2. The Board approved $25 for Crystal to purchase children’s books for the Little Library. 3. Teresa asked Brian about the dead branches/underbrush in the conservancy behind Fireman’s Park.  She is concerned it’s a fire hazard.  Brian said the forestry department checks on the conservancy each year to see what needs to be removed.  He will check to see if they did that yet this year.  He said they can help at any time if a tree is going to fall onto someone’s property. 4. The FPNA Festival Foods Brat Fry “fund raiser” will be held on Saturday June 28 from 10 am – 6 pm. Taku will recruit volunteers to work shifts.

6. Report from D. 11 Alderman Brian Danzinger: Brian updated us on future events for the Military Avenue Business improvement District (BID). They would like to have a Veterans event which would include a run.  They also want to have a citywide food drive over the 4th of July weekend, with a neighborhood food drive in each neighborhood.
