Operations Grant update: Funds are on hold for all grants at this time. The city is short
$43,000. At this time, Neighborhood Associations will need to rely more on doing their own
fundraising. In addition to raising money with Newsletter ads, and a brat-fry, we may
coordinate a day of FPNA Yard Sales where a portion of the money neighbors collect from a
yard sale is donated to the FPNA.

electric powered light).

e We will continue to print 2 Newsletters: a Spring/Summer edition and Fall/Winter
edition.

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Newsletter Update: In mid-February Taku will start collecting Ads from Neighborhood businesses for
the 2014 Spring/Summer Newsletter. We will charge $20 for a small ad and $25 for a large ad. The
Board discussed, then approved, making the Newsletter two large pages instead of 1 large page with
an 8.5x11 insert. This will enable us to have more ads and more news. Taku will edit the newsletter
and send it to the printer by April 6.
