1. Call to Order: FPNA Pres. Carolyn Stoviak called the meeting to order.  

2. Treasurer’s Report: We currently have $1,011.34 in the checking account.

3. FPNA Newsletter: a) Teresa requested there be a safety recommendation in the Newsletter for bikers to walk their bikes down the path from Fireman’s Park due to fallen trees and branches making it hazardous to ride.  b) The man in the gray house with red shutters on Beaver Dam Dr has something he would like in the Newsletter.  Taku will check with him to see what it is. c) Crystal and Taku will write the articles for the Newsletter, and Taku will solicit ads from the business sponsors.  The Newsletter will be completed and emailed to the printer by October 1st.

4. Grant Money “Wish List” for 2015: Carolyn needs to turn in the completed grant request for 2015 by the end of December 2014.  Our WISH list includes…a) Message Boards: Diane noted Colburn Park has signs at Fisk and Mason St. Mark will price message boards for us.   b) We need more Little Library books for kids; we have enough for adults. Crystal requested $100 for children’s books, labels, and wood upkeep. c) Carolyn will request $50 for refreshments for the spring clean-up. We will stagger the date with the Military Ave Clean-up. (Suggestion for Sears Bus Stop: Garbage bin and cigarette butt container.) d) Crystal requested $40 for mulch for the FPNA garden. e) The cost of the U-line bags for delivery of Newsletters to apartments needs to be added in as a donated item for 2014. They were donated this year by Taku. (The cost for 2015 can be added into the grant request.) 

5. Annual FPNA General Meeting: a) Taku will invite the Captain of Community Policing District A to give a community report.  b) Taku will invite Ald. Brian Danzinger; and ask him if/when he will be having another informational meeting.  c) Dan Perron - Executive Dir.
