MINUTES - Fireman's Park Neighborhood Association (FPNA) Special Board Meeting
July 17, 2014, 6:30 pm - 8:30 pm, Harmony Café

Absent: Herb Hessil – member at large, Vic Pelishek – member at large.

1. Call to Order: FPNA Pres. Carolyn Stoviak called the meeting to order.  

2. Approval of May 11 Minutes: May 11, 2014 FPNA Minutes were approved with changes that had been recommended by Crystal. Taku will resend the corrected Minutes to Board members and post them on the FPNA website. 

3. Treasurer’s Report: On June 11, 2014 we had $1,325.64 in our account.  We received additional contributions of $641.52 (including $400 from Sanimax for the annual Picnic) for a total of $1,967.16 plus petty cash of $20. We spent $246.57 for the Festival Foods Brat Fry, and $201.60 for the annual picnic. We raised $295 at the Brat Fry. The total amount in our checking account is currently $1, 418.99

4. FPNA Newsletter: The Board unanimously agreed we should raise the cost of the ads for the Newsletter in order to cover the cost of printing.  The recommended amount (if the current advertisers agree) is $25 (up from $20) for a small ad, and $35 for a large ad (up from $25) and $100 (up from $50) for the front page.  It was also recommended we solicit business donations from businesses that do not want to place an ad, if the ads don’t cover the full cost of the Newsletter. During August, Taku will survey the businesses currently advertising to see if they are willing to pay the new recommended price for an ad. 

5. GBNLC Capital Campaign: We discussed the fundraising request from Caitlin regarding the Green Bay Neighborhood Leadership Council (GBNLC) Capitol Campaign.  All Neighborhood Associations are being asked to donate a minimum of $200 to the GBNLC so they will have more money to distribute to the Neighborhood Associations when grant money is requested.  After reviewing our current income sources and the amount we spend on projects, we decided the most we could afford to donate is $100, plus 10% of our earnings ($30) from the Brat Fry, for the use of the GBNLC tax exempt number.

6. October 2014 Annual General Membership Meeting: The Annual General Membership will be held Wednesday Oct 31, at Harmony Café from 6:30 – 8 pm in the Peace & Justice Room.  Taku will invite Military Avenue Executive Director Dan Perron to speak regarding the Military Avenue Business Improvement District (BID) and will also order refreshments (cookies/bars and beverages).

7. Neighborhood Watch: Teresa reported that she went to a Neighborhood Watch meeting.  Carolyn reported that someone is driving through our neighborhood at night with the speakers blasting.  She requested that when anyone hears a loud car (loud music) driving by late at night, to mark down the time and call the police.  

8. Thank you Letter to Sanimax: Crystal will send a thank you letter to Sanimax for donating $400 to our annual Picnic. 

9. Little Library Update: The Adult Little Library is full of books, but the Children’s little Liberary needs to be replenished.  Crystal will add new books to the Little Library with a label on them asking kids to return the book or replace it with another one.
