


Minutes - Fireman’s Park Neighborhood Association Board Meeting 
Wednesday, July 15, 2015…6:30 pm – 8:30 pm

Call to order: Taku called the meeting to order and introductions were made. No one has volunteered to be Secretary, so Taku took notes for the meeting.

Approval of April 2015 Minutes: Minutes were approved.

Public Participation: Principal Aaron Manders spoke about Kennedy School and the “KEYS” Parent Teacher Organization. He stated Kennedy School has the highest rate of special needs students in the Green Bay School District. There will be “Meet the Teacher” events on the Tuesday and Thursday before school starts.

Treasurer’s Report: FPNA currently has $1,347.90 in our checking account, and $27 in petty cash. Our picnic cost $116.89 (chips, soda, etc.) beyond the $400 donated by Sanimax. 

Alderman’s Report: No updates; Brian Danzinger was unable to attend.

President’s Report from monthly Neighborhood leadership Council Meetings: Taku will be attending the 2015 Community Leadership Training in Louisville KY from Oct 15-17.  Three other Neighborhood Association presidents plus staff from Neighbor Works will be attending. 

Neighborhood notification signs update: None of the riders on our event communication signs were made for Movie Night, so for this year we will use temporary homemade materials. We can get a permanent rider for the sign next year if we decide to do Movie Night again.

FPNA Clean Up May 16: Carolyn and Diane were the only participants this year. They cleaned in Fireman’s Park and along the creek.

Brat Fry June 13: After all the costs were accounted for, we made $241.  FPNA will need to give $24 to the GBNLC (10% of what we made) as a trade-off for using the GBNLC tax exempt number for the Brat Fry.  The final amount we made will be $217.  The weather was bad part of the time (raining) and the Bellin Run was the same day; which lowered our sales this year.

Concert/Picnic in the Park July 11: Approximately 114 attended the Concert in the Park this year.  We had Flow Yoga and a Martial Arts Demo in addition to the musicians.  Brian Danzinger organized the event. Sanimax donated $400 for food (for the 2nd year in a row).  Crystal will send a thank you card to Sanimax.

Mini-grant Results and Movie Night Discussion: Movie night is scheduled for Friday 8/7 at Fireman’s Park, with a rain date of Saturday 8/8. Crystal will purchase snacks to sell, Taku will bring the popcorn machine from the city and Carolyn will make popcorn. Taku will lead games with kids and families from 7 pm – dusk. Scott Vanidestine will bring the blow-up movie screen and sound equipment and play the movie. $300 was approved by the GBNLC as the maximum that will be reimbursed to us for related costs (i.e. of copyright payment for public showing, etc.). FPNA will be reimbursed once the receipts are turned in.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Annual FPNA meeting discussion: Taku spoke to secretaries at St Agnes Church (9th St) and Pilgrim Lutheran Church (St. Agnes Drive). They both said all of the large rooms are in use on Wednesdays for religious programs.  Other options are Old Country Buffet ($13.25/adult with beverage), Siam Palace or Southwest High. Principal Manders offered the use of the Kennedy School gymnasium.  The Board agreed Kennedy School is the best option.  We discussed who to invite to speak. Ideas include: Public Safety/Neighborhood Watch, Military Avenue Business District leader (when new Executive Director is hired). Taku mentioned that Janene will be retiring from the Board after the October meeting. Taku will be connecting with the KEYS PTO and will invite members that live within our neighborhood to join our Board.
