The Green Bay City Council has given a conditional-use 

permit to the Oneida Seven Generation Corp./Broadway 

Manufacturing LLC.   They want to build a Pyrolysis Gasifi-

cation (Biomass) Plant.  This process takes waste material of 

all kinds with high BTU content and converts it to fuel to be 

sold to energy providers.  The location of the plant is 1230 

Hurlbut St just north of  the Mather Heights neighborhood, 

across Hwy 43.   

Currently the EPA, the DNR and other State and Federal 

permits are needed for the company to begin.  This is the 

same company that Ashwaubenon and Hobart had concerns 

with and was eventually refused a permit.  There are pro's 

and con's to the plant.   

Some positives are: 

State of the art technology to eliminate as much air and water 

pollution as possible;  Create 20+ jobs annually and more during 

construction; Reduce the reliance on landfills. 

Some negatives are:  

Environmental concerns regarding the amount of toxins and other 

harmful pollutants will be generated?  Tires and other high-BTU 

products will be processed.  What smells will be released? The 

Plant will operate 24/7.  What noise pollution will we be dealing 

with?   

The DNR will be conducting public hearings soon in our area.
