How about that annoying stuff down the block or even next 
door!! Want to make a complaint without calling the police?  

There is a complaint form on the city web page:  
http://greenbaywi.gov/csa/onlineh%26zcomplaintform/  you 
will have to enter the address of the property that you have 
a complaint with. Your contact information is needed in 
order to get feedback from the investigator. Your name will 
not be told to the other property owner.   

If you have a noise problem or suspect something 
suspicious, call 396-7450 while it is happening so it can be 
investigated right away. Keep some of the information that 
you find here in a handy location.  

Have you had the opportunity to see how efficient the blue 
recycle bins are making the collection now? It does not take 
long for the trucks to get around the area. The city will soon 
be making the garbage collection just as efficient. 
Information will be coming out as well for the new green 
bins. By January, the city will have the system in 60% of 
the city and 100% by July. Everything will have to fit in the 
bin with the cover closed. There will be bulky items pickup 
twice a year, and excess will be allowed 4 times a year. 
These dates will be future newsletters that will be coming 
out. The $60 bin cost will be added into the property tax 
bill. 

In the same note, electronics will be able to be dropped off 
at the two city garages. But no TVs or computer screens. 
Someone just asked if there will be a fee. Yes, however the 
amount is undetermined at this time.
