In addition to events listed in this newsletter, SPNA is also embarking on several fund raising efforts. Two of particular importance:  the Green Bay Neighborhood Leadership Council Capital Campaign and the Schmitt Park UWGB Scholarship Fund.  Both benefit SPNA residents in a number of ways.  Your assistance is invaluable in making them happen.   
	Let's start with the Neighborhood Capital Campaign (2014 - 2017). SPNA is one of 39 neighborhood associations being called upon to donate to the Community Capital Fund V Drive to raise $500,000. A portion of these funds will be used to develop new associations over the next three (3) years. Past efforts have focused on reversing problem of urban decline through the building of healthy neighborhoods with neighborhood associations.
The Community Capital Fund V will focus its efforts on the following areas: Neighborhood  Development  $350,000; Neighborhood Safety and Crime Prevention $80,000; and Leadership Development $70,000.  
	While this appears to be a lot of money, it is important to note that not one dollar of government money is spent in funding the efforts of the Green Bay Neighborhood Leadership Council. Remember, SPNA is one of 39 neighborhood associations that benefits from these funds.  You will not be alone in this fundraising effort.  There are 38 other neighborhoods and many past benefactors lending a hand, or should I say, a dollar. Across the year you will have numerous opportunities to help SPNA support this Capital Fund drive.  Please remember to check this newsletter for dates of our fundraising events. 
	Our other and equally important financial need is for our Scholarship fund. We have funded three $1,000 dollar scholarships to UWGB for Schmitt Park students. These students have flourished with your help.  This is a unique neighborhood program and something for which you should be very proud.  But we find our coffers for this project quite low, and therefore, we reach out for your assistance. There is an envelope in this newsletter for you to donate to the fund. Please write your check to UWGB Scholarship Fund and return it to the addressee.  Remember - you will be aiding a neighborhood student. By the way, the first two scholarships were partly funded by a mini-grant from the GBNLC.  
	Remember, every bit counts and a little can equal a lot when we all contribute.  This year, I look forward to seeing lots of Schmitt Park residents enjoying themselves at the many events and fundraisers planned by their Association members and volunteers.

The county owns the land and the City of Green Bay will need to rezone the property.  I am confident the county will not sell land for any purpose other than the Research and Tech Park.
The Research and Tech Park will take time to implement.  If done correctly, it will take 20-30 years to sell and develop all of the property.  Everyone wishing to buy and develop property in the Research and Tech Park will need to have a plan to work with UWGB and be in a high tech field.
One of the main reasons I ran for another term was to make sure this project is properly implemented. Leaf Pick Up
In addition to the following information we have been asked by the postal and newspaper carriers that we keep their area free of leaves and snow.

Brush Removal and Yard Waste Collection
The city will pick up tree branches, trimmings, and large brush year-round at no charge.  Branches and limbs should not be longer than 8 feet and cut ends should all face the curb.  Root balls must be removed and may be placed separately at the curb for garbage collection.

West Side – 1470 Hurlbut Street
East Side  -  2530 East Shore Drive
Both sides are open daily April through November from 8 a.m. to sunset including weekends.  From December through March both sites are only open on Saturdays from 8 a.m. to sunset.

A proposed housing complex for veterans near the newly opened Milo C. Huempfner VA Outpatient Clinic in Green Bay will receive $30,000 of federal help, the city’s Redevelopment Authority decided Tuesday.

It’s just one of many funding sources for the $7.4 million project, said Joe Thomae, of Cardinal Capital Management of Milwaukee, which will manage the complex.
[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]Cardinal Capital applied for the money  through the HOME program, federal money from Housing and Urban Development that is administered locally. 
The majority of the project will be funded through the sale of tax credits granted through the Wisconsin Housing and Economic Development Authority, Thomae said. It also recently acquired $300,000 in grants through the Affordable Housing Program and from a Home Depot charitable initiative.
The project will provide 50 one-bedroom apartments for low-income veterans who may be struggling to transition back into civilian life.
Called Veterans Manor, it will be modeled after a similar operation near the VA clinic in Milwaukee and will involve the same partnership between Cardinal and the Center for Veterans Issues in Milwaukee.
It’s a for-profit venture that will pay approximately $27,700 a year in property taxes on property that the partners are buying from Brown County. (At the site of the old mental health center at 2900 St. Anthony Drive)4

The 50 units will consist of about 700 square feet each, and the building will feature a fitness center and other common areas,
Depending on the success of tax credit sales and the permit process, construction would start this summer or early fall, Thomae said.

City of Green Bay Placement of City Issued Carts
CARTS MUST BE CLEAR OF ALL OBSTACLES
The carts must be 4 feet apart as well as 4 feet from all obstacles.  Make sure the cart handle is facing your home and the numbers on the cart are facing the street.

Overflow Trash and Bulk Household Item Collection
OVERFLOW HOUSEHOLD TRASH COLLECTION 
During the week of July 7-11, 2014.
Green Bay residents may place up to four (4) 
32-gallon plastic bags of “overflow” Household Trash next to your cart, bags, or containers for free curbside collection. The “overflow” trash bags must be placed at the curb by 7:00 AM on your collection day. 
BULK HOUSEHOLD ITEM COLLECTION 
In addition to the above, during the week of Sept. 15-19, 2014 Green Bay residents may also place next to your trash bags and cart for free curbside collection up to two (2) cubic yards maximum (6’ x 3’ x 3’) of Bulk Household Items, including sofas, couches, loveseats, tables, chairs, desks, mattresses, box springs, beds, entertainment centers, grills, ladders, mowers, exercise equipment, lawn/patio furniture, cribs, swing sets, bikes, lawn & holiday display items, etc. The bulk household items must be placed at the curb by 7:00 AM on your collection day. 5


Green Bay residents may also bring Bulk Household Items (NO construction, household trash, recycling, remodeling or demolition waste) to the following drop off sites:

Residents also have the option to take their waste to the Brown County Transfer Station located at 3734 West Mason Street. Dumping fees will apply.
