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The metamorphous of Schmitt Park’s landscape has begun.  I'm sure all have noticed.

 The old Brown County Mental Health Building, its stone facade colored with the patina of a bygone era, encompassing more than seventy five years of changing seasons, along with the stately signature clock tower, is now etched in our memory.  Hopefully not to be forgotten. 

We still see remnants of the grand old structure.  A small mountain of stone and mortar that was salvaged for another purpose stands at the far northeast end of the property.  This rubble will be crushed during the winter and removed during the spring 2015 County GV road renovation in Bellevue where it will be mixed into the base course for the road. Through the magic of repurposing, the Mental Health building will be transformed into a new form of service, albeit not nearly as grand and important a realm as in its previous life.   

You may have also noticed the earth moving equipment making way for the foundation and utilities for the Veterans Manor - Green Bay. This is to be a 50 single bedroom apartment building for low income veterans. Amenities will include a community kitchen, community room, fitness center, laundry room, lounge, and technology center.  As a veteran, I welcome this center for its obvious benefit to veterans in need of affordable housing and a place to call home. 

The SPNA board of directors has been privy to programs by the city and county planners prior to implementation of a planned development.   On the one hand, we were presented with two options for the property by the city as part of their University Corridor Improvement study. The county discussed with us the possibility of a technical, research and business park with many green spaces. That would be done on the former farm land approximately 213 acres. This is a general statement of what I have gleaned from the programs presented to the board.

What is the future to bring for the remaining mental health property?  Only time will tell.   Yet, you can rest assured your Schmitt Park Neighborhood Association will keep its finger on the pulse of the County and City Planners to assure we continue to be a community of stately oaks and other natural foliage which gives our neighborhood its unique rural quality .

If you have a position or stand on what you would like to see on the properties included in this message please let them be known. You have a say in the future of Schmitt Park…YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD.
