May Raze Mental Health Building

[image: ]After months of weighing the potential costs of hiring someone to demolish the former Brown County Mental Health Center, the county is considering a version of a do-it yourself project. Lawmakers this week agreed to explore having the Public Works Department handle demolition and removal of the structure. Officials said that doing the project in-house could help speed development on the east side of the city of Green Bay, while likely reducing costs that have been estimated at $1 million or more. 

According to a proposal approved earlier this week by the Planning, Development and Transportation Committee, public works officials in the next 60 days would develop a proposal to remove the facility, said committee chairman Bernie Erickson. The site is on county-owned land off St. Anthony Drive. Board Chairman Patrick Moynihan Jr. said he agrees that removal of the structure would open the 
area  for development associated with the construction of two veterans facilities in the area. A facility to house homeless military veterans has been proposed adjacent to the former Mental Health Center, while the Veterans Administration is erecting a large medical clinic off nearby University Avenue. Linchpin is the right word for that site, Moynihan said. Opening it up would clear the way for development. A proposal from County Supervisor Tom Sieber, who represents part of the east side, would have committed up to $2 million in county funds to 



demolish the building and clear the site. The proposal would also have committed county money to remove asbestos and other potentially hazardous materials.

The county vacated the building in 2009 when it moved mental-health operations to the Community Treatment Center on Curry Lane. It costs the county about $18,000 per year to maintain the old building and the grounds on which it sits, and some officials have raised concerns that the building might attract vandals or homeless persons. 





Officials have not sought formal proposals from demolition contractors, but rough estimates had pegged the cost at $1 million to $1.5 million. Moynihan said he hopes that some of the money from the sale of the land for the veterans� apartment complex could be applied toward the demolition cost.  dschneid@greenbaypress gazette.com and follow him on twitter@PGDougSchneider.

Advisory:  Green Bay Police advise citizens to properly secure their homes before  leaving on vacation. 

· While out of town, make your house look occupied.  Put lights and radios on timers.  Stop mail and newspaper delivery.  Have your lawn mowed.  Consider having a neighbor use your driveway. 
· Consider removing valuables from your house, such as guns, jewelry and cash and store them in an alternate secure place.
· When leaving home for a while, mechanically pin your garage door and/or disconnect your garage door opener.
· Before going on vacation, notify a friend and have all newspapers, flyers and door hangers removed daily.  Leave a key with a trusted friend or neighbor who can make checks of your home. 
· If you have an alarm system, have a relative or a trusted friend be a responsible party should your alarm go off.  They will need the keys pass code and password.  Change the pass codes and password when you return.
· When going on vacation put window shades in normal daytime position and make sure that floor drapes, shades and curtains are arranged so that neighbors and police can see into your house.
· Before leaving on vacation, take a walk around the house.  Make sure things are put away and all doors and windows are locked.  Be sure that the last person out of the house locks the door. 
· Get to know your neighbors.  Tell your trusted neighbors that you will be out of town for a while and give them your emergency contact information.  Ask them to report any suspicious persons or activities around your home to the police.
· Do not leave house keys in hiding places.  Burglars will find them. Carry your keys or make sure that anyone who truly needs them has their own set.  For that accidental lockout consider giving a trusted neighbor an extra key.
· If you arrive at home and your door is open or things appear out of place, don’t go in.  Leave and call 911.  Confronting or trapping a burglar in your home is a dangerous position to be in.
