County Leaders Call For Demolition Of Vacant Mental Health Center

Having failed so far in efforts to sell the former Brown County Mental Health Center, some county leaders now say the building should be demolished and the site made part of a technology park or similar kind of development.


Cost concerns, though, continue to slow efforts to make use of the site, which has not served patients since the county opened its Community Treatment Center in 2009. The vacant Mental Health Center costs thousands of dollars per year to maintain, but likely would require $1 million or more to demolish.


County Executive Troy Streckenbach said Friday the concept of creating a tech park “has great promise,” and officials have started seeking ways to find money to get rid of a building that has generated little interest. More details could be released this coming week, Streckenbach said, but the goal would be to get the site supporting jobs and contributing to the local economy.  “If we can put together the right components,” he said, “we might have a great success story at that location.”


When the county began phasing out the facility several years ago, it was hoped that the site would attract a business or nonprofit because of its proximity to the treatment center and the future Veterans Administration outpatient clinic. Although a Milwaukee-area nonprofit expressed some interest in the site and other potential buyers have seen it, the structure remains unsold and unoccupied.


The 144,000-square-foot building still costs the county money. Workers conduct patrols and maintain the grounds; electricity stays on to power sump pumps and �HYPERLINK "http://www.greenbaypressgazette.com/apps/pbcs.dll/article?AID=/201208050407/GPG0101/308050220&nclick_check=1"�security� lighting. A recent bill for storm-water collection was $525.


“We’ve mothballed the building for all practical purposes,” said Doug Marsh, the county’s acting facilities management director. He projects that it will cost about $18,000 this year to maintain the building.


Demolition costs, though, have been estimated at $1.5 million. Officials would have to figure out a way to pay for it; the executive has projected that the county could face a $4.6 million shortfall as it prepares its 2013 budget.


Brad Hopp, a county supervisor from Green Bay’s east side, said such figures mean the county should seek commitments from potential partners on any project before taking steps toward demolition.


“It’s good to make it known that we’re willing to do (demolition),” he said. “But I don’t think we should (pay to) prepare the property until we know for sure that there is some interest.”


The Mental Health Center sits on about 37 acres at 2900 St. Anthony Drive. Streckenbach said additional county land in the area could become part of a development site. The county owns about 200 acres in the area.  Brown County considered the area as a potential business park site in the mid 1990s, but didn’t pursue the idea because the area had inadequate water and sewer service. As the area has been developed in recent years, however, utilities have been improved.
