A plaque denoting  Schmitt Park the "Neighborhood of the Year" will be placed in the new community room on the second floor of city hall. We can always be proud that Schmitt Park is the first neighborhood association to receive this award.
It’s true!  The Schmitt Park Neighborhood Association (SPNA) was awarded “Neighborhood of the Year” at the December meeting of the Green Bay Neighborhood Leadership Council (GBNLC).   It was an exciting event.  For the first time ever, the GBNLC presented awards to neighborhood Associations across Green Bay in recognition of their efforts to make this city a great place to live.  There were five categories recognized: Organization/Management, Beautification, Communications, Neighborhood of the Year and Overall  Effort.  
After the fourth award was presented, Noel Halverson, chair of the GBNLC, highlighted how the final award was going to a unique organization.  “No other association has the committee structure of this neighborhood association,” cited Halverson.  He then went on to highlight some of the history of the diverse activities undertaken by SPNA finally presenting the Neighborhood of the Year award to Schmitt Park.   Halverson also cited the numerous community building activities undertaken by Schmitt Park and how its determination and hard work has maintained a strong association.

Interested in forming a Neighborhood Watch?  A Neighborhood Watch is made up of a group of 8-10 houses with a Block Captain who helps to organize.  Anyone can start one and you don’t need all your neighbors to participate.  The more, the better, but even a few households who can take shifts doing a walk in the area and keeping an eye out will work. 
The only monetary investment required is the cost of a Neighborhood Watch sign for your block.  The Schmitt Park Neighborhood Association Board of Directors has agreed to pay this fee for any block interested in participating in the program.  These signs alert everyone that your neighbors are on the lookout for inappropriate or criminal activity and can, in itself, be a determent.   For more information on what a Neighborhood Watch entails, or to start one up, please contact Dave Schmitz, Crime Prevention Officer at the Green Bay Police Department at 448-3171.
