1. Consent Agenda

2. Tony Peters 
Tony Peters—husband, father, dedicated neighborhood advocate, and president of Colburn NHA, 

passed away Thursday, April 25, 2013. Linda Peters, Tony’s wife, shared a few words at the Council meeting 
as did Ryan Balat, Colburn’s vice president who will be taking over role as Colburn president for Tony.  A 
card was passed around for Association members to sign to be given to Linda and family.  Tony will be 
missed… 

 
3. Mayor’s Report 

Mayor Jim Schmitt spoke about Tony Peters’ commitment to neighborhoods and offered his 
condolences to Linda Peters and Ryan Balat.   

Mayor Schmitt further spoke about the approval of an 80 unit housing development downtown to 
help facilitate housing for the 800 employment positions that Schreiber will be hiring as well as the 
additional 500 positions from Associated Bank, which is coming soon.  There will also be over 100 events 
happening downtown this summer. Mayor Schmitt believes that what happens downtown has a ripple 
effect to all neighborhoods in Green Bay, thus he believes many great things will continue to happen in 
Green Bay, progressing and strengthening our City as a whole.   
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4. Parks and Recreation: Summer Highlights 
James Anderson and Green Bay’s Parks and Recreation Department team presented summer 

highlights, introduced their playground program, as well as spoke on this year’s Kiddie Carnival and Parade.

 Kids Day, June 25—wristbands will be available at June’s GBNLC meeting 
Green Bay’s free playground program has 36 different sites, 31 of which have a free lunch program.  

Sites are open Monday-Friday from 11A-5P.  New this year is reading, fishing, and garden activities.  Last 
year, the lunch program—which is in partnership with the playground program, served over 100,000 
lunches. Laura Rowell, “queen lunch lady,” spoke about this USDA federally funded lunch program which 
reimburses money to provide these lunches based on areas with qualified schools (where 50%+ students 
receive free or reduced lunches during the school year).   

Lastly, the group spoke about this year’s Kiddie Carnival and Parade on Tuesday, July 30th.  This will 
be a fun, unique, and community oriented event to begin at Leight Park.  Neighborhood Staff will be in 
touch within the next month to schedule a neighborhood Marching Band to participate in the parade!  
 

5. Mini-Grant Review

6. Police Department: Heroin 
Chief of Police Tom Molitor and Drug Task Force member Dave Wesley presented information on 

how Heroin is affecting Green Bay Neighborhoods and discussed mentalities of heroin addicts.  Molitor 
spoke of the increase in crimes related to burglaries, thefts, and assaults.  Interviews showed that these 
crimes are related to people seeking money for heroin and other drug related habits.  To put this trend into 
perspective, in 2009 there were 16 opiate related deaths (2 related to heroin specifically) and last year 
there have been 13 opiate related deaths (11 related to heroin specifically) suggesting the use of heroin in 
Green Bay is on the rise.  Stakeholders have been organized to discuss how to combat this serious issue.  As 
arresting our way out the problem will not work, the solution is found to be through treatment.
