ROLL CALL: CSI’s, Alderman Boyce, Alderman Steuer, Bill Kloiber, Cheryl Williams, Abby Puckhaber, Cheri Salmon, and Carol Jones.

1. Consent Agenda
The meeting of September 5, 2013 was called to order at 5:32 pm. Minutes of August 1, 2013 and a current financial report were approved with a motion made by Skip Wilson of Baird Creek Association and seconded by Scott Vanidestine of Wilder Park Association.  Motion carried.

2. Mayor’s Report
Mayor Jim Schmitt spoke about two events happening on September 6th.  First, the Swearing-In of Fire Chief David Litton was said to take place on the 6th at 4:00 PM in the City Council Chambers at City Hall located on the 2nd Floor at 100 N Jefferson Street. Second, a public presentation and Q&A session with NASA Astronaut Mark T. Vande Hei was said to take place at the Neville Public Museum at 2:45 PM on the 6th. 
Mayor Schmitt went on to speak about the buzz regarding Wal-Mart’s desire to open a location on Broadway Street in Downtown Green Bay at the Larsen Green property (which is a currently vacant site).  Mayor Jim Schmitt stated that he is not in support of this project at this particular location as it does not fit the image that is currently being implemented for the area among other reasons.  Although this site is not City-owned, the current zoning codes for this property would need to be changed which would require City approval. 
Lastly, Mayor Jim Schmitt stated that he is currently beginning the creation on the 2014 Green Bay City Budget.  Mayor Schmitt mentioned that money to support additional Police Officers would be likely implemented in the upcoming budget.

3. Community Gardens
Abby Puckhaber of UW Extensions spoke about Community Gardens which included an overview of Green Bay’s current 7 community gardens and locations, benefits of community gardens (such as health, beautification, recreational, educational, and food security benefits), as well as steps to take to implement a successful neighborhood garden.

4. Historic Preservation
Alderman Mark Steuer spoke about Green Bay’s Historic Homes (properties 50 years or older) which currently include over 50% of the homes in Green Bay, Wisconsin. In an attempt to preserve these properties and maintain their historical elements, a Preservation Committee will be implemented.  The Committee will work on creating a database of properties and specific historical components of these properties as well as help to locate sources of funding for continued investment in these properties. 5. NH Tool Box: Newsletters
Dan Theno of Oak Grove Neighborhood Association spoke about Oak Grove’s process for creating their neighborhood newsletters.  Currently Oak Grove creates and lit drops an 8-page newsletter 4 times per year.  Dan presented their newsletter timeline/template to the council as a reference.  This timeline is not only used to ensure that the newsletters are delivered in a timely fashion but it also serves as a guideline to represent the Association’s yearly activities, which includes: 4 events, 4 contests, and 4 awards. 6. Express Energy Efficiency Program
Cheri Salmon spoke about a new, limited time program offered to Green Bay residents. The Express Energy Efficiency Program is a fast, easy, free way to reduce the energy consumption in your home, with immediate results. For a limited time, eligible homeowners can receive FREE energy-saving products and FREE installation (about 45 minutes). Products include: Compact Fluorescent Light Bulbs (CFLs), Water Saving Showerheads, Kitchen and Bathroom Faucet Aerators, Insulation Pipe Wraps, and Water Heater Temperature Set-Back Assistance. A letter will be sent to homes and businesses with more information about the program as well as information on how to schedule an installation appointment.  If was asked that residents please do not call ahead to schedule an appointment until you receive your letter in the mail.
