GENERAL BUSINESS 
 

1. Approval of the minutes from the October 21, 2013 Traffic Commission meeting. 
 

 A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by D. Theno, and carried to approve the minutes 
from the October 21, 2013 Traffic Commission meeting. 

 
INITIAL REQUESTS 
 

2. Request by Red Smith School to modify the parking restrictions on Sussex Road between 
Fagerville Way and Baywatch Drive. 

 

 City Traffic Engineer David Hansen displayed a map of the school area, and stated that he was 
contacted by both the GBAPS Buildings and Grounds Supervisor and the Red Smith School 
Principal regarding some desired changes to on-street parking zones on Sussex Rd in front of the 
school.  Recently, they moved the bus pick up and drop off location from the west side of Sussex 
Rd to the 1-way school driveway that connects between Baywatch Dr and Sussex Rd.  Now that 
buses no longer park on Sussex Rd, that area opened up for parents to load and unload their 
children. They are building a carriage walk with steps, connecting the school front entrance and 
sidewalk on the west side of Sussex Rd. Currently, parents are parking on the east side of Sussex 
Rd, which forces children to cross the street.  If the west side were open, parents could park there 
instead, eliminating pedestrians crossing midblock Sussex Rd.  Eng. Hansen supports the request 
and that Ald. Wiezbiskie also supports the request.  For success, it may be necessary to establish 
a NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone on the east side of Sussex Rd.  Eng. Hansen supports 
trying this on a 90-day trial.  The principal contacted most of the 6 property owners across the 
street.  A majority of them support the request. 

 

 Ald. Wiezbiskie spoke in favor of the request.  He stated he was initially concerned with moving 
buses intermingling with students going from school to carriage walk.  He was assured by school 
staff that the buses will not be running when students will be crossing.  He was pleased to learn the 
stairs were being constructed.  Regarding establishing NO STOPPING OR STANDING across the 
street in front of residents’ homes, he believes residents will like it because it will eliminate vehicles 
parking in front of their driveways. 

 

 A motion was made by C. Karow, seconded by Ald. Sladek, and carried that, on a 90-day trial, to:  
 

 A. Remove the NO PARKING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the west side of 
Sussex Road from Fagerville Way to Baywatch Drive. 

 

 B. Establish a NO STOPPING OR STANDING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the 
east side of Sussex Road from Fagerville Way to Baywatch Drive. 
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3. Request by the Traffic Engineer to establish a NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone on both sides 
of Pine Street from Washington Street to CityDeck.  

 

 Eng. Hansen stated that DPW recently reconstructed Pine Street just east of CityDeck.  The 
pavement is narrower than it was before to increase sidewalk width, improving pedestrian safety at 
the entrance to CityDeck.  The narrow road cannot accommodate on-street parking.  Therefore a 
NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone on both sides of Pine Street in this one block is needed. 

 

 A motion was made by D. Theno, seconded by V. Jones, and carried that, on a 90-day trial, to: 
 

 A. Remove the NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone on the south side of Pine Street from 
Washington Street to its west terminus. 

 

 B. Establish a NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone on both sides of Pine Street from 
Washington Street to its west terminus. 

 

4. Request by the Traffic Engineer to establish a 1-WAY STOP condition on Tony Canadeo Run at 
Bart Starr Drive.  

 

Eng. Hansen stated crews recently completed the extension of Bart Starr Dr from Tony Canadeo 
Run to Potts Ave.  Since Bart Starr Dr has become a connector between Lombardi Ave and Potts 
Ave, a 1-WAY STOP condition on eastbound Tony Canadeo Run at Bart Starr Dr should be 
established at this T-intersection. 
 

 A motion was made by C. Karow, seconded by Ald. Sladek, and carried that, on a 90-day trial, to 
establish a 1-WAY STOP condition on Tony Canadeo Run at Bart Starr Drive. 

 

5. Request by Ald. Sladek to establish a NO PARKING zone on the south side of West Point Road 
just east of Dancing Dunes Drive.   

 

Ald. Sladek stated his concerns and pointed out the existing parking zones on the displayed maps.  
The property owner just east of Dancing Dunes Dr approached the alder asking if the NO 
PARKING zone could be extended west further past his driveway due to motorists parking too 
close to his driveway.  Initially when the alder and Eng. Hansen met to determine potential 
solutions, they agreed that making the entire block NO PARKING would solve the problem.  
However, he’s noticed over the past weeks that motorists have been parking just east of Dancing 
Dunes Dr.  Therefore, he proposes to shorten the NO PARKING DURING SCHOOL HOURS zone 
and lengthen the NO PARKING zone so it accommodates all impacted residents. 
 
Eng. Hansen displayed a photo of the subject area, noting the existing signs need clarification to 
better define the west end of the NO PARKING zone.  He had no concerns with Ald. Sladek’s 
parking zone proposal. 

 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried that, on a 90-day trial, to:  
 

 A. Remove the NO PARKING 7 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the south side of West 
Point Road from a point 140 feet east of Dancing Dunes Drive to a point 140 west of 
Dancing Dunes Drive. 

 

 B. Establish a NO PARKING 7 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the south side of West 
Point Road from a point 140 feet west of Dancing Dunes Drive to a point 110 east of 
Dancing Dunes Drive. 

 

 C. Remove the NO PARKING zone on the south side of West Point Road from South Point 
Road to a point 350 feet west of Crestwood Drive. 

 

 D. Establish a NO PARKING zone on the south side of West Point Road from a point 110 east 
of Dancing Dunes Drive to South Point Road. 
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6. Request by Ald. Sladek to examine and implement a means of reducing traffic backups for 
southbound vehicles seeking to turn east at the intersection of Country Club Road and West 
Mason Street. 

 

Ald. Sladek stated that the issue may be rooted in driver expectancy by southbound motorists 
thinking northbound traffic is going forward but rather they take lefts while failing to use their turn 
signals because they are coming off the south frontage road.  There’s a second issue in that 
southbound motorists are blocking the north frontage road, disregarding the signs and markings 
indicating not to block the intersection.  Therefore, southbound traffic blocks westbound traffic from 
W Mason St that wants to enter the NW frontage road. 

 
 Eng. Hansen stated that he observed traffic at the intersection, and has a timing solution he 

believes will resolve the southbound backups.  He described it in detail to the Commission. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by C. Karow, and carried that staff be directed to 

observe and adjust the signal timings at West Mason Street and Country Club Road to reduce 
traffic backups for southbound vehicles.  

 
TERMINATION OF TRIAL PERIODS 
 

7. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a 1-WAY YIELD condition on Fred Street at Basten Street. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to establish a 1-WAY 
YIELD condition on Fred Street at Basten Street. 

 

8. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a 1-WAY YIELD condition on Peters Street at Basten Street. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to establish a 1-WAY 
YIELD condition on Peters Street at Basten Street. 
 

9. To establish a NO PARKING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the south side of Robinson 
Avenue from a point 600 feet east of Edgewood Drive to a point 130 feet west of Radinz Road. 

 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to establish a NO 
PARKING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the south side of Robinson Avenue from a 
point 600 feet east of Edgewood Drive to a point 130 feet west of Radinz Road. 

 

10. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO STOPPING OR STANDING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL 
DAYS zone on the south side of Robinson Avenue from a point 130 feet west of Radinz Road to a 
point 35 feet east of Radinz Road. 

 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to establish a NO 
STOPPING OR STANDING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the south side of Robinson 
Avenue from a point 130 feet west of Radinz Road to a point 35 feet east of Radinz Road. 

 

11. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the 
west side of Robinson Avenue from a point 35 feet south of Radinz Road to a point 335 feet south 
of Radinz Road. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to establish a NO 
PARKING 8 AM TO 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the west side of Robinson Avenue from a point 
35 feet south of Radinz Road to a point 335 feet south of Radinz Road. 
 

12. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the NO PARKING zone on the east side of Frank Street from a 
point 35 feet south of Rockdale Street to Rockdale Street. 
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A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to remove the NO 
PARKING zone on the east side of Frank Street from a point 35 feet south of Rockdale Street to 
Rockdale Street. 
 

13. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the NO PARKING zone on the south side of Rockdale Street 
from Frank Street to a point 35 feet east of Frank Street. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to remove the NO 
PARKING zone on the south side of Rockdale Street from Frank Street to a point 35 feet east of 
Frank Street. 
 

14. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a 2-HOUR 7 AM to 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on both sides 
of Tilkens Street from Tommark Street to Spence Street. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to establish a 2-HOUR 7 
AM to 4 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on both sides of Tilkens Street from Tommark Street to Spence 
Street. 
 

15. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a 1-WAY YIELD condition on Square Terrace at Open Gate 
Trail. 

 

A motion was made by Ald. Sladek, seconded by B. Lipke, and carried to establish a 1-WAY 
YIELD condition on Square Terrace at Open Gate Trail. 

 

 
A discussion took place regarding the next meeting date, with consideration of canceling the December 
meeting if no communications to Traffic Commission are made between today and the December meeting.  
 
A motion was made by D. Theno, seconded by Ald. Sladek, and carried to cancel the December 2013 
meeting except for if the Chair decides to meet.   
 
There being no other items of discussion, a motion was made by C. Karow, seconded by Ald. Sladek, and 
carried to adjourn from the regular order of business.  The meeting ended at 6:12 P.M.
