GENERAL BUSINESS 
 
1. Approval of the amended minutes from the August 18, 2014, Traffic Commission meeting. 
 
 [The minutes were modified to include a 90-day trial period for Item 2.] 
 
 A motion was made by D. Theno, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to approve the amended 

minutes from the August 18, 2014, Traffic Commission meeting. 
 
INITIAL REQUESTS 
 
2. Request by Ald. Tim De Wane to remove the 2-HOUR PARKING zone on the north side of Eliza 

Street from Clay Street to Roosevelt Street. 
 

City Traffic Engineer David Hansen displayed a map showing the existing parking zones in the 
vicinity of Astor Park and St Vincent / Bellin hospitals.  He stated that the existing 2-HOUR 7 AM 
TO 7 PM MONDAY THRU FRIDAY zone was established for the residents decades ago due to the 
proximity to the hospitals whose staff was parking on nearby streets.  By removing the 2-HOUR 
zone, residents run the risk of losing available on-street parking. 
 
Ald. Steuer stated that the surrounding parking zones are inconsistent with the mix of permit only, 
time restricted, and no parking zones.  Eng. Hansen stated that the permit zones have not 
changed but some of the nearby time restricted zones have either increased in allowed time or 
have been removed altogether in various blocks. 
 
Ald. Tim De Wane stated that the neighborhood now consists mostly of younger families.  The 2-
HR restriction has been a hardship on them.  He didn’t think the hospitals would use Eliza St if the 
2-HR zone was removed since they have built additional parking facilities including a ramp and 
nearby surface lots.  Several neighbors are in support of the request.  He has never seen the north 
side of Eliza St fully parked.   

 
A discussion took place that lifting the time restriction would result in fewer parking spaces for 
Astor Park attendees; that vehicles could be parking there into the night; that it would be 
inconsistent to have an unrestricted parking area between a residential permit zone and a 4-HR 
zone; and that it could take more than a 90-day trial to find out if removing the 2-HR zone becomes 
a problem.   
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 A motion was made by D. Theno, seconded by Lt. Ackermann, and carried that, on a 90-day trial, 
to remove the 2-HOUR PARKING zone on the north side of Eliza Street from Clay Street to 
Roosevelt Street. 

 
3. Request by Ald. Scannell to establish a NO PARKING zone on one side of Chestnut Street north of 

Mather Street. 
 

Eng. Hansen stated that the clear roadway width of Chestnut Ave is only 30 ft, which is too narrow 
to allow parking on both sides of the street while maintaining a travel lane in each direction.  
Restricting parking on one side of the street would provide for 1-8 ft parking lane and 2-11 ft travel 
lanes.  He recommended restricting the west side of Chestnut Ave to match the NO PARKING 
restriction on the west side of the street south of Mather St. 
 
A brief discussion took place about the parking activity and roadway width north of James St. 

 
A motion was made by D. Theno, seconded by C. Karow, and carried that, on a 90-day trial, to: 
 
A. Remove the NO PARKING zone on the west side of Chestnut Avenue from and including the 

cul-de-sac south of Dousman Street to Mather Street. 
  

B. Establish a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Chestnut Avenue from and including the 
cul-de-sac south of Dousman Street to James Street. 

 
4. Request by Jackson Elementary School to modify the on-street parking zones on the south side of 

Ninth Street next to the school to allow loading and unloading of students. 
 
 Eng. Hansen showed maps of the school area and its nearby parking zones.  He stated that the 

area currently signed as NO PARKING BUS LOADING ONLY needs to be changed to NO 
PARKING DURING SCHOOL HOURS since the school moved the bus loading location to Ridge 
Rd (which also is posted NO PARKING BUS LOADING ONLY).  Changing the zone also allows 
parents to load and unload school side, which decreases the number of students crossing the 
street.  For clarity, he recommended the NO PARKING HERE TO CORNER zone be changed to a 
NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone to improve compliance and discourage parents from 
loading/unloading in the eastbound right turn lane at the signal. 

 
 A discussion took place that the NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone west of the school should 

remain due to reports of blocked driveways.  Questions were raised if discussions have taken 
place for potential onsite loading and unloading onsite.  

 
 A motion was made by C. Karow, seconded by Ald. Steuer, and carried that, on a 90-day trial, to: 
 
 A. Remove the NO PARKING BUS LOADING ONLY 7:00 AM – 4:00 PM SCHOOL DAYS 

zone on the south side of Ninth Street from a point 200 feet west of Ridge Road to a point 
100 feet west of Ridge Road. 

 
 B. Establish a NO PARKING 7:00 AM – 4:00 PM SCHOOL DAYS zone on the south side of 

Ninth Street from a point 200 feet west of Ridge Road to a point 100 feet west of Ridge 
Road. 

 
 C. Remove the NO PARKING zone on the south side of Ninth Street from a point 100 feet 

west of Ridge Road to a point 100 feet east of Ridge Road. 
 
 D. Establish a NO STOPPING OR STANDING zone on the south side of Ninth Street from a 

point 100 feet west of Ridge Road to a point 100 feet east of Ridge Road. 
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REFERRED BACK FROM COUNCIL 
  
5. Request by Ald. Kocha to discuss, with possible action, removal of the NO PARKING TO CORNER 

signs on the northwest corner of Mills Street and Henry Street, to make parking on both streets 
legal on that corner, in order to accommodate a new business. (Referred back to the Traffic 
Commission at the August 19, 2014 Common Council meeting)  

 
Eng. Hansen stated he met with owner Peter Stillmank of Stillmank Brewing and Ald. Nennig 
onsite to discuss the request.  The brewery and alder have requested the item be postponed one 
month as they are busy finishing construction of their brewery. 

 
A motion was made by D. Theno, seconded by C. Karow, and carried that the request to discuss, 
with possible action, removal of the NO PARKING TO CORNER signs on the northwest corner of 
Mills Street and Henry Street, to make parking on both streets legal on that corner, in order to 
accommodate a new business be postponed to the October 20, 2014 Traffic Commission meeting. 

 
TERMINATION OF TRIAL PERIODS 
 
6. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the 2-WAY YIELD condition on Louise Street at Heyrman Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 

ordinance the 2-WAY YIELD condition on Louise Street at Heyrman Street. 
 
7. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a 2-WAY STOP condition on Louise Street at Heyrman Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a 2-WAY STOP condition on Louise Street at Heyrman Street. 
 
8. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the south side of Voyager Drive from 

a point 335 feet west of Goddard Way to Goddard Way. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the south side of Voyager Drive from a point 335 feet west of 
Goddard Way to Goddard Way. 

 
9. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Goddard Way from a 

point 145 feet south of Voyager Drive to Voyager Drive. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 
ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Goddard Way from a point 145 feet south of 
Voyager Drive to Voyager Drive. 

 
10. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the 2-HOUR METERED PARKING zone on the south side of 

Howe Street from Madison Street to a point 43 feet west of Monroe Avenue. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 

ordinance the 2-HOUR METERED PARKING zone on the south side of Howe Street from Madison 
Street to a point 43 feet west of Monroe Avenue. 

 
11. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the NO PARKING zone the south side of Howe Street from a 

point 43 feet west of Monroe Avenue to Monroe Avenue. 
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 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 
ordinance the NO PARKING zone the south side of Howe Street from a point 43 feet west of 
Monroe Avenue to Monroe Avenue. 

 
12. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the 2-HOUR METERED PARKING zone on the north side of 

Moravian Street from Madison Street to Monroe Avenue. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 

ordinance the 2-HOUR METERED PARKING zone on the north side of Moravian Street from 
Madison Street to Monroe Avenue. 

 
13. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a 2-HOUR 7 AM TO 6 PM MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY 

parking zone on the south side of Howe Street from a point 40 feet east of Madison Street to a 
point 43 feet west of Monroe Avenue. 

 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a 2-HOUR 7 AM TO 6 PM MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY parking zone on the south 
side of Howe Street from a point 40 feet east of Madison Street to a point 43 feet west of Monroe 
Avenue. 

 
14. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the south side of Howe Street from 

Madison Street to a point 40 feet east of Madison Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the south side of Howe Street from Madison Street to a point 
40 feet east of Madison Street. 

 
15. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a 2-HOUR 7 AM TO 6 PM MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY 

parking zone on the north side of Moravian Street from a point 55 feet east of Madison Street to a 
point 50 feet west of Monroe Avenue. 

 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a 2-HOUR 7 AM TO 6 PM MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY parking zone on the north 
side of Moravian Street from a point 55 feet east of Madison Street to a point 50 feet west of 
Monroe Avenue. 

 
16. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the north side of Moravian Street from 

Madison Street to a point 55 feet east of Madison Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the north side of Moravian Street from Madison Street to a 
point 55 feet east of Madison Street. 

 
17. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the north side of Moravian Street from 

a point 50 feet west of Monroe Avenue to Monroe Avenue. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 
ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the north side of Moravian Street from a point 50 feet west of 
Monroe Avenue to Monroe Avenue. 

 
18. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the NO PARKING zone on the east side of Washington Street 

from a point 75 feet south of Walnut Street to a point 110 feet north of Pine Street. 
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A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 
ordinance the NO PARKING zone on the east side of Washington Street from a point 75 feet south 
of Walnut Street to a point 110 feet north of Pine Street. 

 
19. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street 

from a point 37 feet south of Walnut Street to a point 60 feet north of Cherry Street. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 
ordinance the NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 37 feet south 
of Walnut Street to a point 60 feet north of Cherry Street. 

 
20. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the east side of Washington Street 

from a point 140 feet south of Cherry Street to a point 110 feet north of Pine Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the east side of Washington Street from a point 140 feet south 
of Cherry Street to a point 110 feet north of Pine Street. 

 
21. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the east side of Washington Street 

from a point 75 feet south of Walnut Street to a point 50 feet north of Walnut Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the east side of Washington Street from a point 75 feet south 
of Walnut Street to a point 50 feet north of Walnut Street. 

 
22. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street 

from a point 40 feet south of Walnut Street to a point 190 feet north of Walnut Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 40 feet south 
of Walnut Street to a point 190 feet north of Walnut Street. 

 
23. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street 

from a point 50 feet south of Cherry Street to a point 60 feet north of Cherry Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 50 feet south 
of Cherry Street to a point 60 feet north of Cherry Street. 

 
24. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a METERED PARKING zone on the east side of Washington St 

from a point 50 feet north of Walnut Street to a point 140 south of Cherry Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a METERED PARKING zone on the east side of Washington St from a point 50 feet 
north of Walnut Street to a point 140 south of Cherry Street. 

 
25. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a PARKING REGULATED BY POSTED SIGN (RESERVED 1-

HOUR NICOLET BANK OFFICE CUSTOMERS ONLY 7 AM TO 6 PM MONDAY THROUGH 
FRIDAY) zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 190 feet north of Walnut Street 
to a point 50 feet south of Cherry Street. 

 
A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 
ordinance a PARKING REGULATED BY POSTED SIGN (RESERVED 1-HOUR NICOLET BANK 
OFFICE CUSTOMERS ONLY 7 AM TO 6 PM MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY) zone on the west 
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side of Washington Street from a point 190 feet north of Walnut Street to a point 50 feet south of 
Cherry Street. 

 
26. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the 15-MINUTE LOADING ONLY DAILY zone on the west side 

of Washington Street from a point 30 feet north of Pine Street to a point 190 feet north of Pine 
Street. 

 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 

ordinance the 15-MINUTE LOADING ONLY DAILY zone on the west side of Washington Street 
from a point 30 feet north of Pine Street to a point 190 feet north of Pine Street. 

 
27. That, on a 90-day trial, to remove the NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street 

from a point 190 feet north of Pine Street to Main Street. 
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to remove and adopt by 

ordinance the NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 190 feet 
north of Pine Street to Main Street. 

 
28. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO STOPPING OR STANDING LOADING ONLY 7 AM TO 7 

PM DAILY zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 30 feet north of Pine Street to 
a point 110 feet north of Pine Street. 

 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a NO STOPPING OR STANDING LOADING ONLY 7 AM TO 7 PM DAILY zone on the 
west side of Washington Street from a point 30 feet north of Pine Street to a point 110 feet north of 
Pine Street. 

 
29. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a METERED PARKING zone on the west side of Washington 

Street from a point 110 feet north of Pine Street to a point 115 feet south of CityDeck Court.  
 
 A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 

ordinance a METERED PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 110 
feet north of Pine Street to a point 115 feet south of CityDeck Court. 

 
30. That, on a 90-day trial, to establish a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street 

from a point 115 feet south of CityDeck Court to Main Street. 
 

A motion was made by Ald. Steuer, seconded by C. Karow, and carried to establish and adopt by 
ordinance a NO PARKING zone on the west side of Washington Street from a point 115 feet south 
of CityDeck Court to Main Street. 

 
 
There being no other items of discussion, a motion was made by D. Theno, seconded by C. Karow, and 
carried to adjourn from the regular order of business.  The meeting ended at 6:01 P.M.
