c. Review June Building Activity Report.

R. Retzlaff discussed the reroofing on the da Vinci School for Gifted Learners buildings.
He inquired as to why they switched from the slate roofs and replaced them with metal.
Slate roofs can last up to a hundred years. The only advantage to a metal roof is to
improve the fire resistant qualities of the building. The slate would have been on there
with wood sheeting.

Ald. Steuer would like the Committee to be aware when these changes take place and
possibly document them.

R. Retzlaff said that these could be part of the Historic Preservation Plan, changes that are
occurring and how the Historic Preservation Committee is monitoring those changes.
