Roll Call.

Ald. Wery, Ald. Tim De Wane, Ald. Steuer and Ald. Scannell were present.

2.
Approval of the Agenda.

A motion was made by Ald. Steur and seconded by Ald. Scannell to approve the agenda.  Motion carried. 

3.
Approval of the minutes from the January 25, 2016 meeting.

A motion was made by Ald. Scannell and seconded by Ald. De Wane to approve the minutes from the January 25, 2016 meeting.  Motion carried. 
4.
Application for one of ten available “Class B” Combination License for Creamery Café LLC at 114 Pine Street.  

There were no objections by the City Attorney’s office or the Green Bay Police Department.  


Motion to open the floor made by Ald. Scannell and seconded by Ald. De Wane.


Patrick Hoffmann, 3003 Ashbrook Court, Green Bay took the floor.  Ald. Steur wanted to know how things were going as far as progress being made.  Mr. Hoffmann stated things have been going smoothly; the City has been working well with him.  All the electrical and roughing in is done.  It appears they have their health permit on April 1, so that is the target open date.  Mr. Hoffmann extended an invite for all to come on down and check out the progress.  


Motion to close the floor without objection; all in favor. Motion carried.   
A motion was made by Ald. Scannell and seconded by Ald. De Wane to approve the application for one of ten available “Class B” Combination License for Creamery Café LLC at 114 Pine Street with the approval of the proper authorities.  Motion carried. 

5.
Application for one of ten available “Class B” Combination License for Automobile Gallery, Inc. at 400 S. Adams Street.


There were no objections by the City Attorney’s office or the Green Bay Police Department.
A motion was made by Ald. Scannell and seconded by Ald. De Wane to approve the application for one of ten available “Class B” Combination License for Automobile Gallery, Inc. at 400 S. Adams Street with the approval of the proper authorities.  Motion carried. 

6.
Application for a “Class B” Combination License by RYRM LLC at 2148 University Avenue.  (Transfer from Lee and Lee Inc.)


The City Attorney’s office recommends denial.  Attorney Bohnert stated this was the case that was in front of the committee previously when Mary Besaw was applying for her grandson, who actually runs the business.  At that time the City Attorney’s office recommended denial, along with the Green Bay Police Department, based on what Officer Matheny presented as to Mr. Younger’s criminal record; copies of which have been provided. 


The Green Bay Police Department also recommends denial.  


Motion to open the floor made by Ald. Steur and seconded by Ald. Scannell.


Robert Younger, 3491 Aerts Lane, Green Bay, WI and Rick Mallo, 813 West St. Francis Street, De Pere both took the floor.  Mr. Younger explained they are business partners.


Ald. Steur stated it has been approximately a month since this has been discussed and wanted to know if there was anything to add or changed from last time this was presented.  Ald. Steur reiterated that if felonies are involved it is common practice to deny granting license.  Ald. Steur asked if they had anything that would convince the committee to move forward with approval.  


Mr. Younger stated that he is aware his past and history does not look the best on paper.  He stated he is not a threat to the community.  He stated he believes this is a great opportunity to bring more business to the area and has a partner that is willing to help him achieve this.  It was questioned how long he has known Mr. Mallo and Mr. Younger stated they have known each other for approximately 3 years. 


Ald. Scannell asked if there was anyone in attendance to speak on his behalf.  


Kevin Bauer, Alderman for De Pere, took the floor.  He stated that their management team has done a great job with that property.  As a committee they have had no problems with this property and no recommendations have been made to the committee.  He understands there have been many calls to that area, but not specifically related to that building.  Mr. Bauer further stated and urged the committee to allow their decision based on criminal history that is substantially related to the business and serving alcohol. Mr. Bauer stated he would wholeheartedly recommend approval.

There was question as to discussion previously held on this denial.  Another reason it was denied was the application came in under someone else’s name who would have nothing to do with the business.


Motion to close the floor without objection; all in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Ald. Scannell and seconded by Ald. De Wane to approve the application for a “Class B” Combination License by RYRM LLC at 2148 University Avenue.  (Transfer from Lee and Lee Inc.) with the approval of the proper authorities.  Motion carried.  
7.
Appeal by Timothy Gray to the denial of his Operator License.  


The City Attorney’s office recommends denial based upon applicant’s criminal record, a copy of which has been provided.  Attorney Bohnert pointed out most notably was the revocation of probation in 2011.  


No one was in attendance to speak on the denial of the license.  

A motion was made by Ald. De Wane and seconded by Ald. Steuer to deny appeal by Timothy Gray to the denial of his Operator License.

Appeal by Thomas Davis to the denial of his Operator License.


The City Attorney’s office and the Green Bay Police Department recommend denial.  


Motion to open the floor made by Ald. Steur and seconded by Ald. Scannell.  


Thomas Davis, 571 Clement Street, Green Bay, took the floor.  Mr. Davis addressed the committee by stating that he was released in December, 2012 and has maintained employment at American Foods Group and Taco Bell since that time.  He provided a letter in support from American Foods Group.  It was questioned where he would like to work and he responded by stating he would like to work at the Shell Gas station on University.  He further states he has made a strong effort to make significant changes in his life and who he allows in his life since his release.  He plans to continue his employment with American Foods, along with working at the gas station.  Working allows him to do the right thing and stay out of trouble.  Mr. Davis explained that he is 37 years old and admitted that some people get it right away and he is aware of his hard headedness, therefore taking him a while to get things right.  He has lived in Green Bay since 2003.  Mr. Davis was not working during the time of his arrests and convictions.  He has maintained employment since his release from incarceration.  He further explained he volunteers at the Kroc Center, goes to church, involved with his two children, maintains two jobs and wants to do the right thing for his mother.  


Both Ald. Scannell and Ald. Steur commented that they certainly like to see more gap of time from arrest/convictions to present in order for those second chances to be awarded, however, applicant’s presentation today was good and reiterated when a second chance is awarded the accountability and responsibility is put upon the applicant and would hope no further issues arise in the future.   
  

A motion was made by Ald. De Wane and seconded by Ald. Scannell to approve appeal by Thomas Davis to the denial of his Operator License.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Ald. De Wane and seconded by Ald. Scannell to adjourn the meeting at 5:30 p.m.  Motion carried.
