PROCEEDINGS OF THE GREEN BAY WATER COMMISSION

Meeting of the Water Commission held at 8:30 a.m., Monday, November 10, 2014 at the Water Utility office.

Present:  President James F. Blumreich, Leon R. Engler, Douglas J. Martin, Lisa M. Bauer Lotto, John C. Heugel, and Nanette M. Nelson.  Also present:  Alderperson Thomas G. Sladek, General Manager Quirk, Comptroller Mueller, Engineering Services Manager Powell, Distribution Maintenance Manager Pavlik, Equipment Maintenance Coordinator Lake, Executive Secretary Fournier, and Water Commission Attorney Vande Castle.

Excused:  Kathryn Hasselblad-Pascale.
Action Items

1.  The meeting was called to order by President Blumreich.  A motion was made by Nelson, seconded by Martin and unanimously carried to approve the regular Water Commission Meeting Minutes of October 13, 2014.
2.  Distribution Maintenance Manager Pavlik stated that the staff has reviewed the equipment quotations that were received and recommends the low qualified quoter who meets the specifications in each category, with the exception of the crew cab pickup truck, dump body, and riding sweeper categories—all of which had low quotes submitted that did not conform to specifications.  Subsequently, the award for those three categories would go to the next low qualified quoter.  A motion was made by Heugel, seconded by Bauer Lotto and unanimously carried to approve the staff’s recommendation.
Pavlik and Lake were excused from the meeting.

Information Items
3.  Water Commission members reviewed the financial report.  Comptroller Mueller stated that the bond issue refinancing and calling of the 2004 issue has been completed—and that the budgeting process is in progress.
4.  General Manager Quirk reported on the status of the Water Utility.  She stated that a winter preparations meeting was held with staff from each department, as predictions call for an even worse winter than last year’s—and that the Utility is applying innovative technology measures to enable greater efficiency in servicing water customers.  In addition, the Utility has added an intern on staff, who is currently with the Water/Wastewater Operator program at Northeast Wisconsin Technical College.  He is serving at the filter plant at present, and may also lend support in the other sections in the future.  Quirk went on to state that the reservoir repair at the filter plant has been completed, and that the Utility has begun backfilling the last reservoir.  Utilizing Utility staff for this project resulted in a cost-savings in excess of $20,000.  Quirk further stated that the Utility unidirectional flushing program has concluded for 2014.  She added that in terms of the Village of Wrightstown water service agreement, Wrightstown is working with the Public Service Commission to obtain 

approval for this project.  Quirk also stated that the Utility will be holding a meeting with Wrightstown to discuss their SCADA system.
5.  Upon motion, meeting adjourned at 9:05 a.m.
